There are 55,000 incidents of fly tipping in Wales every year and a third of these are from construction and demolition waste. 
To combat this, builders and sole traders from across Wales have been asked to sign the Plasterboard Pledge as part of a national awareness campaign by NetRegs on how they can be greener and save money. 
NetRegs, a partnership between Environment Agency Wales and other UK environmental regulators has toured builders’ merchants from north to south to make explain the benefits of signing up to the NetRegs newsletter as part of the Plasterboard Pledge, making it easy to comply with environmental laws.  
{QUOTE: Emma Mason, NetRegs Spokesperson} “So we’re going to builders’ merchants at the moment, and we’re trying to encourage builders and sole traders to sign up to Netregs to receive email updates, and just to let them know the importance of complying with environmental regulations.
“By asking businesses to sign the Plasterboard Pledge, we’re basically asking them to sign up to receive our newsletters, it’s a monthly newsletter, they give us their email address and we send them an email once a month, and that tells them any changes in environmental regulations, so it’s a really, really easy way for businesses to stay up-to-date.”
Selco Builders’ Warehouse in Swansea was the first store to receive a visit from the NetRegs team, who spoke to customers about the website. 

{QUOTE: Ieuan Morgans, Selco Supervisor} “So we’re supporting it basically, we believe the right information should be out to the tradesmen and the builders to help them understand what they should be required to do with their waste management.

“On a personal level, I recycle at home, and I feel quite strongly about it, so I’d like to extend that to my business also.”
